· For Class X, the score for internal examination to be submitted to CBSE, will be obtained by deriving the average of the best two scores out of three tests. Same pattern will be followed for class IX also.

NOTEBOOK WORK 

Evaluation of each assignment will be done with the help of a rubric and at the end of the term, the accumulated marks will be converted to a scale of 5 and reflected in the Report Card. Marks are to be given for Regularity, Completeness and Neatness. In each of these categories, the system to be followed for awarding of marks is given below.

· Regularity (Full Marks – 3)

· Completeness (Full Marks – 5)

· Neatness (02 Marks) Cover Index and assignment

· Standard / Quality of work will be covered under the aspect of Completeness.
· In case untidy work is submitted thrice, parents will be called for counselling.

SUBJECT ENRICHMENT

These are subject specific activities aimed at enhancing the understanding and skills of the students in each subject. These activities are to be carried out throughout the term and the average of the accumulated marks will be converted into a scale of 5.

· LANGUAGES (Aimed at developing effective listening and speaking skills. Rubric based standardised methods will be used. In case a test with higher marks is to be given, the marks obtained by a student will be reduced to a scale of 5.)
· Speaking Skill – 10 (Vocabulary, Clarity, Intonation and Confidence)

· Reading Skill –  10 (Pronunciation and Fluency)

· Listening Skill – 10 (Comprehension of Audio Clip)

Note : This scheme will apply to both English & Hindi languages.
· SCIENCE   (Rubric based standardised methods will be used to separately evaluate the practicals in Physics, Chemistry and Biology. These will be evaluated on the basis of criteria given below. Marks obtained will be reduced to a scale of 5 and reflected in Report Card or uploaded to CBSE Website as applicable.)

CO-SCHOLASTIC ACTIVITIES


For the holistic development of the student, co-curricular activities in the following areas be carried out in CBSE affiliated schools by the teachers and will be graded term wise on a  5 Point (A to E) Grading Scale.

The aspect of Regularity, Sincere Participation, Output and Teamwork, assessed with the help of rubrics, will be the generic criteria for grading in the following co-scholastic activities :

· Work Education :  Social Work / Projects in Social, Economic and Welfare Issues (Rubric based standardised methods will be used. In case a test with higher marks is to be given, the marks obtained by a student will be reduced to a scale of 5 and converted to grade.)

· Art  Education  :  Refers to Visual and Performing Arts. (Each production will be rated and at the end of the term average score will be reduced to a scale of 05 and converted to grades.)

· Health and Physical Education  :  Refers to Sports / Martial Arts / Yoga / NCC etc. One Activity to be reflected. In case student participates in more than one activity, an average of the aggregate score to be converted to numerical value and then converted to three point grade scale. (Students should be provided opportunities to get professionally trained in the area of their interest.)
DISCIPLINE

The students will also be assessed for their discipline which will be based on factors like Attendance, Sincerity,  Behaviour,  Values,  Tidiness,  Respectfulness for Rules and Regulations, Attitude Towards Society, Nation  and Others. Rubrics to be used to award numerical score. Grading on discipline will be done term wise on a  5 Point (A to E) Grading Scale.

Grading for Classes IX – X will be done on a weekly basis and the average of the accumulated marks will be converted into grades at the end of the term. No descriptive indicators required. Simple grades only. No upscaling is allowed.
CONVERSION OF NUMERICAL SCORE TO GRADING :  CO-SCHOLASTICS AND DISCIPLINE

Assessment will be done on a numerical basis and converted to grading as per the following scale.

· 4 – 5
:   A   (Outstanding)
· 3 – 3.9
:   B   (Very Good)
· 2 – 2.9
:   C   (Good)

· 1 – 1.9 :   D  (Fair)

· 0 – 1 
:   E  (Poor)
Scores will be obtained upto two decimal places and rounding off will be done at the second decimal place only. For eg 2.36 will be rounded off to 2.4 but 2.34 will be rounded off to 2.3. There will be no change in case the score is 2.35. Similarly 2.49 will be rounded off to 2.5 but 2.44 will be rounded off to 2.4. However, there will be no change if the score is 2.5
